Flu season is upon us, and the St. Clair County Health Department wants parents and students to be
prepared. As always, vaccination is the best protection against contracting the flu.

It is recommended that everyone 6 months of age and older get vaccinated. Both injectable and nasal mist vaccine are ‘LL
available at the health department. Nasal mist vaccines are made with weakened flu virus that e

does not cause the flu and is approved for use in healthy people 2-49 years of age who are not pregnant.
The health department is providing flu shots on a walk-in basis on Mondays (10 a.m.-6 p.mg_ and Wednesdays (8 a.m.-4 p.m.) at the main office. Other

days are by appointment only. The injectable vaccine charge is $25 but may be less depen
insurances are accepted.

Susan Amato, Director of Health Education and Planning, said that while flu is unpredictable, it's likely that the 2009 HIN1 virus and regular seasonal
viruses will cause illness in the U.S. this season. “The 2011-12 flu vaccine will protect against three flu  viruses: an H3N2 virus; an influenza B virus;
and thg HIN1 w:jus. These are the same strains contained in last year's vaccine, but anew vaccination is still necessary as immunity wanes over
time,” Amato said.

GUIDELINES FOR RELEASE OF STUDENT INFORMATION

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), a Federal law, requires that Yale Public School District, with certain exceptions, obtain your written
consent prior to the disclosure of personally identifiable information from your child’s education records. However, Yale Public School District may disclose ap-
propriately designated “directory information” without written consent, unless you have advised the District to the contrary in accordance with District proce-
dures. The primary purpose of directory information is to allow Yale Public Schools to include this type of information from your child’s education records in
certain school publications. Examples include:

A playbill, showing your student’s role in a drama production;
The annual yearbook;

Honor Roll or other recognition lists;
Graduation programs; and

Sports activity sheets, such as for wrestling, showing weight and height of team members.

Directory information, which is information generally not considered harmful or an invasion of  privacy if released, can also be disclosed to outside organizations
without a parent’s prior written consent. Outside organizations include, but are not limited to, companies that manufacture class rings or publish yearbooks. In
addition, two federal laws require local educational agencies (LEAs) receiving assistance under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) to
provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory information categories — names, addresses, and telephone listings — unless parents have advised
the LEA that they do not want their student’s information disclosed without their prior written consent.

If you do not want Yale Public Schools to disclose directory information from your child’s education records without prior written consent, you must notify the
District in writing to the Superintendent, 198 School Drive, Yale, Ml 48097. Yale Public Schools has designated the following information as directory informa-
tion:

degrees, honors, and awards received

telephone listing
electronic mail address
photograph

date and place of birth
